BACKGROUND
THONG TIN CO BAN

Plastic is a material that is versatile, resistant, lightweight, and inexpensive to produce, which
makes it ubiquitous in our everyday lives. However, the amount of plastic waste released in our
environment and its negative effects on our marine ecosystem have attracted increasing scientific
concern in recent years. East and Southeast Asian regions are recognised as the biggest
contributors to marine plastic pollution due to rapid economic growth and the lack of solid waste
management infrastructure. Indeed, ASEAN+3 region is estimated to account for 64% of the world
annual leakage of plastic waste to the ocean, and Viet Nam ranks 8 in the world, according to a
study by Dutch scientist Lourens Meijer et al. (2021).

Nam ding thir 8 trén thé gidi, theo mot nghién cru cia nha khoa hoc Ha Lan Lourens Meijer va
cac cong sy (2021).

Alarmed by this regional situation, the ASEAN Member States in 2019 welcomed the ASEAN
Framework of Action on Marine Debris and adopted the Bangkok Declaration on Combating
Marine Debris in ASEAN Region. In May 2021, ASEAN as a group officially launched the ASEAN
Regional Action Plan for Combating Marine Debris in the ASEAN Member States (2021-2025),
which recognises the urgent need to combat marine litter, including by promoting platforms for
knowledge sharing, innovative solutions, and best practices to address this issue. Viet Nam, has
introduced the National Action Plan for Management of Marine Plastic Litter by 2030 in 2019,
aiming at the reduction of 50% of plastic litter in oceans by 2025 and 75% by 2030.

Vao thang 5 nam 2021, ASEAN d3 chinh thic khéi ddng K& hoach Hanh déng Khu
virc ASEAN vé Chéng rac bién & cac Qudc gia Thanh vién ASEAN (2021-2025), trong d6 ghi nhan
nhu ciu cip bach vé chdng xa rac ra bién, thic day cac nén tang chia sé kién thirc, cac giai phap
sang tao va cac phuong phap hay nhat dé gidi quyét van dé nay. Viét Nam d3 ban hanh K& hoach
hanh déng qudc gia vé quan ly rac thdi nhya bién dé€n ndm 2030 vao ndm 2019, v&i muc tiéu giam
50% lwgng rac thai nhya trén cac dai duwong vao nam 2025 va 75% vao nam 2030.

Although much is still left to be studied, particularly the long-term impacts of plastics on our
marine ecosystem, and its potential harm to human health through the food chain, there is a wide
international consensus to take urgent preventative actions before further damage is done.
Echoing these concerns, the Economic Research Institute for ASEAN and East Asia (ERIA) has
established the Regional Knowledge Centre for Marine Plastic Debris (RKC-MPD) in 2019 to
provide the ASEAN+3 Member States with support in addressing emerging challenges associated
with marine plastic debris.

Méc du van con phai nghién ctru, dic biét 1a tac dong 1au dai cla nhya d6i véi hé sinh thai bién
va tac hai tiém tang ctia né doi vai strc khde con ngudi thdng qua chudi thuc pham, nhuwng quéc
t&€ d3 déng thuan rong rai trong thyc hién cac hanh ddng phong ngira khan cap trudce khi cé thém
cac thiét hai. Trwdc nhitng lo ngai nay, Vién Nghién ctru Kinh t& ASEAN va Pong A (ERIA) d3 thanh
lap Trung tam Kién thirc Khu vire vé rac nhya bién (RKC-MPD) vao ndm 2019 dé hd tro cac Qudc
gia Thanh vién ASEAN + 3 gidi quyét cac thach thirc dang néi I1én lién quan rac nhya bién.

In fact, the private sector in ASEAN+3 countries have been contributing significantly to the
reduction of plastic waste and by consequence marine plastic debris in the region. Their efforts
can range from both production and consumption (so-called “upstream”) level to recycling and
waste management (so-called “downstream”) level. In Viet Nam, the new extended producers’
responsibility (EPR) approach has come into effect in January 2022, which will impact business
operations on plastic packaging including PET bottle, EPS, PSP, PVC, plastic container tray, and
film. According to the EPR principles, producers will be in charge not only to produce such
commodities but will be held responsible until the waste stage of their life cycle. How to
effectively implement this policy and create positive impacts on the environment will be the
upcoming challenges for the country.

Trén thuc té, khu vire tw nhan tai cdc nwdc ASEAN + 3 d3 va dang déng gép dang ké vao viéc giam
thiéu rac thai nhya va gidm rac nhua bién trong khu viure. Nhitng nd lwc cia ho cé thé bao gdom ca
cap dd san xuat va tiéu dung (duoc goi la “thwong nguén”) dén téi ché va quan ly chat thai (dugc
goi la “ha ngudn”). Tai Viét Nam, phuong phap ti€p can trach nhiém md& rong cda nha san xuat
(EPR) md&i cé hiéu luc vao thang 01 nam 2022, s& tdc dong dén hoat ddng kinh doanh bao bi nhya
bao gdm chai PET, EPS, PSP, PVC, khay nhya va mang nhua. Theo cac nguyén tac EPR, cac nha san
xuat sé khéng chi chiu trach nhiém sdn xuat nhirng mat hang d6 ma con chiu trach nhiém cho dén
giai doan thai bo trong vong doi cda ching. Lam thé nao dé thyc hién hiéu qua chinh sach nay va
tao ra nhitrng tac dong tich cwc d&n mobi trudng sé 1a nhitng thach thirc sdp téi doi véi quc gia.

At the occasion of this forum, ERIA’s RKC-MPD in collaboration with the Vietham Administration
of Seas and Islands (VASI) of the Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment (MONRE) will



shed light on the opportunities and constraints to implement EPR on plastics in Viet Nam by
engaging in a discussion with the private sector, who will be the key stakeholder in the process.

One of the important missions of RKC-MPD is to promote private companies whose business
activities help combat marine plastic litter, in the hope to promote this positive shift. RKC-MPD
has established an online platform titled ‘Private sector initiatives to reduce plastic waste and
marine plastic debris’ (https://rkcmpd-eria.org/story). This online interface called the Private
Sector Platform (PSP) hosts information submitted by private companies operating in all ASEAN+3
countries to showcase their products, services, or technologies contributing to the reduction of
plastic waste and marine plastic debris. It also aims to encourage Business-to-Business, Business-
to-Government and/or Business-to-Consumer opportunities in the ASEAN+3 region.

The forum will be an occasion for Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment (MONRE) of
Viet Nam, a Vietnamese business alliance, Viethamese private companies, and international
businesses operating in Viet Nam to stocktake the progress made and discuss the many ways
private companies can contribute to combatting plastic waste and marine plastic debris,
especially taking into consideration the new EPR scheme. RKC-MPD will reintroduce the Private
Sector Platform (PSP) to the public, particularly to the private companies, to raise more awareness
of the platform and attract a larger number of private companies to join the fight against marine
plastics.
